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Addressing Challenges in Court Decision Enforcement

by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Viengvilay Thiengchanhxay

Abstract

Court decision enforcement is a pivotal process through which final judgments, rulings, and
orders issued by the courts are implemented in accordance with legal provisions. This
process serves as a mechanism to restore the rights and interests of the state, groups,
organizations, and individuals that have been violated or compromised. Presently, the court
decision enforcement agency is managing a total of 56,622 judgments, encompassing 10,365
civil cases and 46,257 criminal cases, of which 26,267 are drug-related offenses. Despite
this substantial caseload, the effective implementation of court decisions remains plagued
by various challenges that hinder the proper and timely enforcement of judicial rulings.
These challenges not only impact the individuals and entities involved but also undermine
the integrity of the justice system at large. Addressing these barriers has become an urgent
concern that requires decisive and effective intervention from all relevant stakeholders.
This study explores the root causes and key obstacles to the effective enforcement of court
decisions in Lao PDR. By analyzing these issues in depth, the study aims to present practical
solutions that can be considered by the National Assembly and relevant agencies. The study
finds that public criticism regarding the inadequate enforcement of court decisions is
widespread, and failure to resolve these issues jeopardizes the establishment of a rule-of-law
state, public trust in the justice system, and the authority of the law itself.

The research identifies both internal and external factors contributing to the enforcement
challenges. Notably, there is a lack of public awareness and understanding of the importance
of adhering to legal mandates and complying with court decisions. Additionally, the training
and professional development of personnel involved in court decision enforcement are not
sufficiently systematic or continuous. This has resulted in inefficiencies, with some
enforcement officers prioritizing political considerations over their duties, exhibiting low
levels of public service commitment, and lacking the requisite experience to handle critical
tasks. These deficiencies often lead to delays in reporting issues, evasion of responsibility,
and hesitancy in seeking appropriate solutions.

Further complicating the situation is the socio-economic context of many individuals subject
to court decisions, many of whom are impoverished and lack the financial means to fulfill
their obligations, such as paying fines or compensation. This results in partial payments and
prolonged enforcement timelines. In some instances, there is intentional non-compliance,
such as failure to appear before the court, evasion of asset disclosure, and other tactics
designed to delay enforcement. The study also identifies inconsistencies in legal
interpretations across different courts, which exacerbate delays and contribute to protracted
litigation.

External economic pressures, such as inflation, and specific challenges like foreign prisoners
who face unresolved civil damages as they near the end of their sentences, further complicate
the effective enforcement of court decisions. These multifaceted challenges require urgent
reform and a more coordinated, systematic approach to court decision enforcement.



Recommendations
To address the identified challenges and ensure the effective implementation of court
decisions, the following recommendations are proposed:

1.

Strengthen Oversight and Monitoring: The People's Procuracy and the relevant
agencies responsible for managing court decision enforcement should intensify their
guidance and monitoring efforts. Focus should be placed on specific, measurable
targets to ensure that the implementation process is both comprehensive and
objective, in strict accordance with the law.

Strict Adherence to the Legal Framework: Enforcement must strictly adhere to the
Law on the Implementation of Court Decisions and relevant court rulings. The
implementing agency should conduct thorough feasibility assessments of civil
judgments to identify any challenges and address them in accordance with
established legal procedures.

Enhanced Leadership and Supervision: Leadership at all levels—particularly at the
ministerial, provincial, and district levels—must strengthen oversight of court
decision enforcement. This includes providing clear guidance on legal compliance,
establishing efficient working mechanisms, and conducting regular inspections,
reprimands, and reporting to ensure adherence to established procedures.

Improved Personnel Training: There should be a renewed focus on enhancing
training programs for court decision enforcement officers, particularly in the areas of
political ideology, ethics, and professional conduct. Training should be continuous
and designed to strengthen officers' sense of responsibility and their commitment to
public service.

Professional Development of Enforcement Officers: A systematic approach should
be established for the selection, placement, and professional development of
enforcement officers. This would ensure that officers at all levels possess specialized
knowledge and expertise, enabling them to carry out their duties with greater
efficiency and effectiveness.

Review and Prioritize Outstanding Cases: A comprehensive review of all outstanding
court decisions should be conducted, with a particular emphasis on prioritizing cases
that meet the conditions for enforcement. Cases that are deemed unenforceable
should be thoroughly documented and referred to relevant agencies for appropriate
action, ensuring compliance with the Law on the Implementation of Court Decisions
and other relevant regulations.

Strengthen Interagency Coordination: Continued efforts to foster coordination
between agencies, both vertically and horizontally, are essential. This will promote
interdepartmental unity and facilitate collaborative problem-solving, which is
necessary for overcoming the barriers to effective court decision enforcement.

By addressing these critical challenges and implementing the recommended solutions, it is
possible to enhance the efficiency and reliability of court decision enforcement, thereby
strengthening the rule of law and ensuring the effective delivery of justice in Lao PDR

Abstract:

Research Rationale: With the rapid development of information technology, data has
emerged as a vital social resource and a new production factor, comparable to land, labor,
capital, and technology. While data holds the potential to elevate societal ideals and promote
individual freedoms, its application has led to significant issues such as algorithmic
discrimination (e.g., "big data-enabled price discrimination against existing customers"),
information cocoons, misuse of facial recognition technology, over-requesting permissions,
and addiction-inducing behaviors. These issues severely undermine citizen's rights and
interests. Therefore, China faces multiple challenges in effectively utilizing and protecting
personal information, trade secrets, and security within its data governance framework.
Background: The current state of data governance has garnered widespread attention across
various sectors in China. To foster the development of the digital economy and enhance
competitiveness in the global digital landscape while establishing a sound digital governance
ecosystem, China has published regulatory documents aimed at constructing a robust legal
framework for data management. Concurrently, academic research is increasingly highlight
areas such as big data governance and data security with methodologies shifting from
theoretical exploration towards practical applications. Industry associations and think tanks
are also producing white papers that further advances research in this field. Issues: Currently,
there are inconsistencies and imperfections in the legalization of data governance in terms
of governance concepts, governance norms, and governance systems. For instance: (1)
Traditional paradigms for data governance are misaligned with emerging practices; (2)
Existing regulations lag behind evolving needs; there are legal gaps in certain emerging
domains; (3) The comprehensive system for China's data governance is still under gradual
construction resulting in fragmented approaches that diminish resource utilization
efficiency. Findings: This research identifies three objectives underlying China's movement
towards legalizing data governance in dividuals emphasize information protection & privacy
protection; society emphasize ensuring data safety & advancing digital economy; while the
state aims at engage actively within global frameworks for data management. Conclusion:
The logic underpinning China's legalization of data governance addresses conceptual
discrepancies among norms and systems by acknowledging diverse demands from
stakeholders at different levels. Specifically: The conceptual logic reveals dual
implications—clarifying key elements within guiding principles while achieving macro-
level balance amidst conflicting values during practical implementation. Normative logic
dissects subjects involved along with their objects & contents revealing pivotal shifts
essential for future developments in this domain. Finally, systemic logic emerges as a
mechanism addressing conflicts by harmonizing multiple ideologies' applications alongside
various normative orders to stabilize interests among heterogeneous stakeholders engaged
within China's evolving framework for effective yet equitable management of valuable
informational resources.
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Property rights and family status of LGBTQ+ people in Lao PDR

Abstract

Research on the topic: Property rights and family status of LGBTQ+ people in Laos. This
research aims to analyze the current laws and regulations in Laos regarding property rights
and family status, with a particular focus on LGBTQ+ cohabitation, and to explore the
attitudes and cultural norms in Laos that influence the legal status and social acceptance of
LGBTQ+ relationships. The research found that the laws and regulations regarding property
rights of LGBTQ+ people are still lacking laws and regulations to protect their property
rights and family status. It is seen that the Lao PDR is a party to the International Covenant
on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR), which states that everyone has the right to equality
in society and under the law. Therefore, the Lao PDR should have regulations or laws to
allow LGBTQ+ people to live together as legal couples, so that they have the same legal
protection for their property and family rights as heterosexual couples. From the study of
examples of countries with similar customs and cultures to the Lao PDR, some countries
have allowed groups of different sexual orientations to live together as legal husband and
wife by amending the Civil Code of the Family Sector to change the wording in the family
sector so that everyone can use the law equally and when there is a conflict, it can be used
to resolve the conflict. In order to implement the contents of the Convention on Human
Rights as a member state of the Lao government, it is practical and effective. From the
research results, there are suggestions: It is necessary to consider issuing laws or regulations
that can be used by groups of different sexual orientations to protect their property rights and
family status in the same way as husband and wife of the same sex without discrimination.
It is necessary to amend the words specified in the Civil Code of the Family Sector. Any
words that contain the word "female” should be changed to “couple”, so that everyone can
access them.
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Criminal Offense Regarding to Human Trafficking in the Form of Pornography Spreading

Abstract

The main objectives of the Master of Law Thesis on the titled: Criminal Offense Regarding
to Human Trafficking in the Form of Pornography Spreading at Vientiane Capital aims to
review and analyze the laws and regulations on human trafficking through pornography as
the first one. The second objective is to identify the causes and effects of human trafficking
through pornography on Lao women who are victims. The third one is to find ways to
address the causes and effects of human trafficking through pornography on Lao women
who are victims. This study uses a doctrinal legal research and interviews with 12
interviewees.

The results of the legal study highlighted that the fact that Article 215 does not distinguish
between the perpetrator and the accomplice in another crime is also inconsistent with the
seriousness of the crime, since the crime can be committed due to the perpetrator's efforts to
recruit, recruit, facilitate, sign labor contracts, etc. At the same time, Article 215 does not
punish those who broadcast nude videos on social media who are fully conscious. Article
169 of the Criminal Code, which regulates the dissemination of obscene material through a
computer system, is both appropriate and inappropriate. The penalty of deprivation of
liberty, because the minimum ceiling for deprivation of liberty is one year and the maximum
is five years, is considered appropriate, but the fine is not considered appropriate because
the fine is considered to have a low ceiling, starting from 5,000,000 kip to 30,000,000 kip
and is not yet appropriate to the situation and reality as it should be, because if you consider
the damage caused to the mental state, cultural damage, behavior and good traditions of the
Lao people of all ethnic groups.

The study further revealed that if the crime is committed by a fully conscious adult, both the
perpetrator and the victim should be punished. This is because the adult knows well that
what he or she has done or is about to do is a violation of the law, against the good customs
and traditions of the nation, but still does it out of greed or dishonest gain or with an incorrect
attitude towards work.

From the results of the study, this paper reccommends that the Criminal Code should specify
penalties for naked performers over the age of eighteen to prevent and punish offenders who
intentionally participate in the process with willingness and greed. Relevant parties must pay
attention to guiding and implementing the prevention and combating of human trafficking
systematically from the central to the local levels. The prevention and monitoring of crimes
using computer systems should be strengthened for police officers on a regular and
continuous basis.

Abstract

The mainobjectivesofthe Master ofAdministrative Law ontheTopic:Studying the Roles of the
Division of Home Affairs and Bureau of Public Security at Vientiane Capital City are include, the
first is to examine the legislation that defines the rights and duties of the security sector and the
internal sector. The second is to investigate the organizational structure and personnel of the
peacekeeping command and the internal department in Vientiane. The third is to compare the rights
and duties of those holding positions at various levels of the peacekeeping command and the internal
department in Vientiane. This study uses doctrinal legal research and interviews with 12 interviewees
from Vientiane Home Affairs Department, Vientiane Organizing Committee and Vientiane Bureau
of Public Security.

The results of the study highlighted that the Department of Home Affairs in Vientiane is an
administrative organization under the Vientiane Government authority and there are employees in
the said department who hold administrative positions from the 2" level (the head of the department
who is the Vientiane Capital Party Committee) or the 3 level in the event that the head of the
department does not seat in the position of the Vientiane City Party Committee. In addition, there are
deputy heads of departments holding administrative positions of type 4, heads of sections holding
administrative positions of type 5 and deputy heads of sections holding administrative positions of
type 6.

The results of the study also revealed that in the Vientiane Bureau of Public Security, the head of the
command is taking of the position of the Vientiane Party Standing Committee, which holds the
position of senior management type 1, from the deputy head to the chief of staff. It is not defined as
an administrative position, but in the case of the chief or deputy commandant, if the rank of colonel
is the prime minister, and in the case of a general, it will be the right of the president to agree on the
rank. But the police officers who belong to the Vientiane Bureau of Public Security have command
positions from level 5 to level 16.

From the results of the study, it is proposed that the Ministry of Public Security should consider
putting the name of the Vientiane Bureau of Public Security to be the same as other departments that
have a line under the Ministry and the command line at the district level. The Vientiane Bureau of
Public Security should have the same administrative positions as other sectors of the government in
order to comply with relevant laws and regulations. The Vientiane Bureau of Public Security should
clearly define the administrative positions from the deputy head of the command to the head of the
unit by taking the determination of the positions of the departments within Vientiane including the
office within the city as a lesson.

Abstract

The main objectives of the Master of Law Thesis on the titled: Conducting the
Statement of the Accused Person and Damaged Person of the Police Investigation
Organization at the District Police Bureau in Vientiane Capital City include, first is to review
and analyze laws and regulations on the rights and duties of police investigation and
investigation agencies in taking statements from suspects and victims in criminal cases;
study problems and challenges, including proposing solutions to problems and challenges in
taking statements from suspects and victims in criminal cases by the police investigation and
investigation agencies of the Vientiane Capital City Security Command. This study applies
doctrinal legal research and interviews with 11 interviewees.

The study results revealed that the City Security Command has a Police Investigation
and Anti-Human Trafficking Unit, an Economic and Environmental Police Unit, a Drug
Prevention and Control Unit, and a Traffic Police Unit under the Police Department that act
as investigation and investigation agencies. The results of the legal review show that the
Criminal Procedure Law does not clearly distinguish between taking the testimony of the
accused and taking the testimony of the victim because the testimony of both parties in a
criminal case has both similarities and differences, and the purpose of taking the testimony
is different.

The study also found that the problem of taking a statement from a defendant consists
of weighing or evaluating the defendant's statement on the facts because in many cases the
defendant will deny or refuse to confess because of the evidence; the preparation of officers
for the issues or points that require taking a statement is not good enough and is not as
rigorous as it should be; the level of knowledge, ability and skills of police officers
themselves is still limited and lacks training and seminars on new techniques and methods.

The problems and challenges in taking a statement from a victim in a criminal case
by the Investigation and Investigation Agency of the District Police are manifested in the
fact that the Criminal Procedure Law does not specify the procedure, method and content
for taking a statement from a victim; the time limit for investigation and investigation
because the two-month period for offenses in the pre-trial detention center and six months
for offenses in the prison is considered too long for the victim; Taking the testimony of
victims who are unable to come to testify in the office of the investigative agency and the
law does not allow taking the testimony off-site.

Abstract

The main objectives of the Master of Law Thesis on the titled: Evidence Compilation by an
Investigation Officer in the Department of Investigation Police Regarding the Case of
Falsifying of Documents or Use of Falsified Documents, (Case Study: Falsifying of Land
Ownership Transition Documents) aims to review and analyze the laws evidence
compilation by an investigation officer in the department of investigation police regarding
the case of falsifying of documents or use of falsified documents of land ownership transition
documents as the first objective. The second objective is to identify the issue and challenges
of evidence compilation by an investigation officer in the department of investigation police
regarding the case of falsifying of documents or use of falsified documents of land ownership
transition documents. This thesis uses doctrinal legal research and and interviews with 9
interviewees.

The results of the study highlighted that the documentation for the land transfer
package must include the land title deed, registration application, land and house use right
purchase and sale agreement, certificate of transfer of ownership, certificate of address,
certificate of land guarantee, certificate of guarantee, application and certificate of
relationship and other related documents. The process of compiling such documents is the
exercise of the rights and duties of the investigation officer of the Investigation and
Investigation Police Department in coordination with the Forensic Police Department and
the Land Sector of the Department of Natural Resources and Environment, Vientiane
Capital.

The study also further found that the challenges of collecting evidence for the police
investigation department in cases of forgery or use of forged documents regarding land
transfer documents include: the original documents related to the land transfer documents
are not available with the case; the land transfer documents at the Department of Natural
Resources and Environment in Vientiane Capital are damaged or not kept; the documents
requested for verification are old documents whose owners have died (cannot be compared
with the original or fingerprints); the original owner has fled abroad; the transfer is in the
nature of a transfer; the origin of the land plot is not clear and unambiguous, the information
provided by the owner of the land use right is not clear and the land owner is not sincere in
providing information, the original land title information is damaged and the contact with
the land sector for requesting the documents is still time-consuming.

The study results suggest that the law should be amended, especially Articles 26 and
43 of the 2017 Law on Criminal Procedure, by adding content stating that organizations that
receive requests from investigative and other criminal prosecution agencies must cooperate



in providing information, documents or other elements as requested within a period of fifteen
or twenty business days from the date of receipt of the request.

The Investigating Fraud Case of Police Officers in Vientiane Capital

Abstract

The Master of Law Thesis title: The Investigating Fraud Case of Police Officers in
Vientiane Capitalaims to studytheory, policies and legislation related to investigating fraud
case of police officers, Procedures of investigating fraud case of police officers, associate
with to fine problems and methodology to solve problems of Thelnvestigating Fraud Case
of Police Officers in Vientiane Capital. This study uses quality approaches, by researching
legislation and documents, whilde 7 key informant were interviewed fromVientianeCapital
Police Investigation Department, Vientiane Capital Economic Protection Police Department,
VientianeCapital People's Prosecutor's Office, Investigation Agency Chanthabuli District,
Investigative Agency SisattanakDistrict, Investigative AgencyXaysethaDistrict and
Investigation Agency Naxaithong District.

The results of the study showed that Legislations related to the investigation of fraud
cases have defined the principles and regulations regarding the proceedings in a broad
manner, especially regarding the issuing of an order to open an investigation by the police
officer is not clear enough. The issuing an order to open an investigation between the
investigation agency of the district criminal police officer and the investigative agency of
the Capital Criminal Police Officer does not have any law clearly defined in practice.
Another problem is that the case partner or the suspect does not cooperate with the authorities
and there are some cases where the victim likes to bring the breach of contract to sue as a
fraud so that the authorities do not use preventive measures and have the effect of negotiating
damages and using them instead of damages.In addition, the organization and personnel of
the economic protection police force, especially the police officers investigating economic
cases, are not yet complete, sufficient in terms of quantity and quality, and do not correspond
to actual knowledge and skills.

To improve and solve the problems of Thelnvestigating Fraud Case of Police Officers
in Vientiane Capitalas mentioned above, it is proposed that The People's Prosecution
Organization along with related units should research, create and update legislation on the
issuance of an order to open an investigation between the investigationagency of the district
criminal police officer and the investigation agency of the capital criminal police
officer.There should be a publication of documents and legislation on fraud-based offenses
to avoid the misunderstanding that fraud is a criminal or civil case.The prosecutor's office
should regularly monitor the issuance of orders to open investigations by police officers and
there should be training for employees and police officers, especially the investigative unit
with legislation, principles and procedures in the implementation of investigative work.
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Abstract

This thesis, entitled “The Application of Legal Authorities in a Land Case Hearing,”
aims to explore the principles and methods of applying the law to resolve disputes or
adjudicate land cases. It seeks to identify the legal basis used by courts in considering land
cases. Finally, it aims to identify future directions for applying the law in land cases. This
thesis employs a qualitative research method, gathering data from laws, court decisions,
relevant documents, and interviews with judges from the Supreme People’s Court, the
Central Regional People’s Court, and the Vientiane Capital People’s Court, who are the legal
practitioner, with a total of 10 interviewees. The study found that the principles and methods
of applying the law in resolving disputes or land cases are based on Article 8 of the Law on
Civil Procedure and Article 5, par. 3 of the Civil Code. The use of law as a basis for
considering granting land ownership to one party is largely seen as requiring the application
of the Civil Code, Ownership Section, because the understanding of most law users is that
land can be the property of individuals, legal entities, or organizations that are Lao citizens.
If Article 126 of the Land Law is used to determine who has the right to own the land, it is
still not appropriate because it cannot indicate the status of the owner, which in society is
mostly understood as the owner of any property must be the owner. The term “Land Use
Right” may lead many people to understand that it means only one right of property rights
as stipulated in Article 250 of the Civil Code. For the future direction of applying the law in
land cases, most agree with the use of interpretation and explanation of the law to help
interpret the meaning of vague articles or articles that are not understood uniformly. This
method will help judges and society to know more clearly.

From the results of the study, as a researcher of this thesis, there are suggestions as
follows:It is advisable to use the Land Law in resolving land cases as a basis because Article
5, par. 3 of the Civil Code clearly states that if the Civil Code does not provide for any
specific matter relating to civil relations, the provisions of the law governing that specific
matter shall apply. When the court needs to consider which party has the right to have the
Land Use Right, it should be based on Article 126 of the Land Law. If it is necessary to
consider which party loses the right to use the land, it should be based on Article 144 of the
Land Law. Or if it is necessary to consider the cause of the termination of Land Use Right,
it should be based on Article 147 of the Land Law. This will be more accurate and consistent
with the actual situation. Therefore, it will be most appropriate and convenient to use the
Land Law as a basis for considering land cases.It is suggested to further utilize legal
interpretation and explanation to clarify the meaning of “Land Use Right” in order to prevent
misunderstanding among users and the public, and to promote uniform application of the
law by courts nationwide.It is suggested that relevant sectors, especially the Ministry of
Natural Resources and Environment as the drafter of the Land Law, disseminate this law
more widely. This could be done through issuing guidelines on the application of the law to
foster a common understanding of Land Use Right and ensure their consistent application.

Abstract

There are three main objectives of the Master of Law Thesis on the titled:
CriminalOffense Investigation, Case Study of Different Between Swindling and Contract
Non-performance, the first objective is to review and critical analysis on the laws governing
swindle and contracts. The second objective is to study the problems and challenges of
investigating criminal cases involving swindle and contracts. The third objective is to
propose solutions to the problems and challenges of investigating criminal cases involving
swindle and contracts. This thesis study uses doctrinal legalresearch and interviews
approaches with 12 interviewees.

The results of the study highlighted that the investigation and prosecution of property
swindle is the right and duty of the investigation and prosecution agency of the Economic
Police, which consists of the Economic Police Department, the Economic Protection Police
Division of the Provincial Security Command, the Economic and Environmental Police Unit
of the District Security Command. The Economic Police has the right and duty to investigate
79 articles stipulated in the 2017 Criminal Code, one of which is Article 233 on swindle.

The study also revealed that the problems and challenges of investigating and
prosecutingswindle are as follows: Article 233 of the Criminal Code does not have a clear
explanation, because at present the meaning of swindle is still broad and difficult to define
or understand. The explanation of the legal terms regarding the elements ofswindle and
breach of contract for the complainant to understand is still problematic and unclear. There
are still requests or propose from people who are not involved in the criminal proceedings
to bring the breach of contract into swindle. The investigation and prosecution officers have
not yet identified the behavioral elements ofswindle and breach of contract in detail and
clearly. The investigation and prosecution of police officers also brings the complaint of
breach of contract into swindle and has summarized the case to the People's Prosecutor
officer.

The study recommends that the content of Article 233 (swindling) of the Criminal
Code should be explained in more detail and clearly; the central police investigation agency
should issue guidelines for investigating cases of swindling and breach of contract to local
police investigation agencies; and police investigation agencies should not bring disputes
arising from breach of contract to research and consider or summarize as cases for the
People's Prosecutor to consider.
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Criminal Offense Regarding Drug Transportation Case Study of Mekong
River’s Border of the Savannakhet Province

Abstract

The main objectives of the Master of Law Thesis on the titled: Criminal Offense Regarding
Drug Transportation Case Study of Mekong River’s Border of the Savannakhet Province
include, first is to critical eview and analyze laws and regulations on drug transportation.
The second objective is to study the problems, challenges and solutions to solve the problems
and challenges in solving drug transportation along the Mekong River border in Savannakhet
province. This study uses doctrinal legal research and interviews with 12 interviewees.

The results of the legal review and analysis found that drug transportation is an
offense under Articles 314-319 of the Criminal Code. Offenses in this area are punishable
by imprisonment, fines, and death. The minimum prison sentence is 3 months for
transporting less than 5 kilograms of cannabis, the fine is 1,000,000 kip for transporting less
than 1 kilogram of opium. The maximum fine is 1,000,000,000 kip for transporting drugs
from 500 grams to 3 kilograms, and the maximum penalty for drug trafficking is death for
transporting chemicals for drug production through the Lao PDR.

The study also higlighted that there are many problems and challenges in solving the
criminal activities related to drug transportation along the Mekong River border in
Savannakhet Province, including: the problem of drug trafficking is not yet resolved in a
decisive and professional manner, especially since there are still a small number of village
police who use fines against drug dealers and transporters, which is seen as a decisive and
unreasonable measure; drug intelligence work is still not done well, such as not being
proactive in monitoring and apprehending suspected targets, not being detailed and not being
focused; creating maps to identify areas, targets, crossing points, sharp points, transportation
routes and target communication diagrams is not yet detailed. The work of filing charges has
not been done well and is still within the time limit. The Law on Criminal Procedure and the
law have not yet designated border military officers as investigation officers and the Border
Military Department and Provincial Military Command as the investigation and
investigation agencies of military officers.
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State’s Digital Management-Administration of the Ministry of Technology and
Communication

Abstract

The Objectives of the Master of Administrative Law on the topic”State’s Digital
Management-Administration of the Ministry of Technology and Communication” include,
first to critical review the laws and legislation under the legislation of the Lao PDR on digital
administration. The second is to determine the problems and challenges of management-
administration of the State’s digital administration of the Ministry of Technology and
Communication. The third one is to propose ways to solve the problems and challenges of
managing the State’s digital administration of the Ministry of Technology and
Communication. This study uses the method of doctrinal legal research and interviews with
12 people from the Department of Digital Technology, State’s Digital Center, Service users
and technology companies.

The results of the study revealed that the Lao PDR's has legislations related to State’s
digital management such as the Law on Information and Communication Technology, 2016;
Technology Transfer Law 2017; Electronic Signatures Law 2018; Payment System Law
2017; Electronic Data Protection Law 2017; Law on Combating and Suppressing
Cybercrime 2015; The Law on Electronic Transactions 2022 and the Law on Documents
2019 and through the study found that those legislation are sufficient for digital
administration.

The results of the study also highlighted that in Lao PDR, the state has expanded and
promoted the use of public administration systems that serve the public sector together
(G2G), email (Email), remote meeting system (Video conference), modern office (e-Office),
system for storing and using shared documents of the public sector (G-Share / G-Drive),
public sector communication system (G-Chat) , public sector website system (G-Web
Platform). However, the skills and capacity in State’s digital using are still at the starting
point. According to the assessment score from low to high, which is 1-5, the Ministry of
Planning and Investment scored 3.1, the Ministry of Technology and Information and the
Bank of Lao PDR scored 2.4, while scored 1.3 is the Ministry of Justice. As for the provinces
in the country, the score is lower than 2. All over the Lao PDR, there are 20,000 civil servants
who use State’s digital administration, or about 12% of all civil servants.

From the results of the study, it is suggested that the government of the Lao PDR
should provide tools and equipment to central and local government agencies to use in the
State’s digital administration. The Ministry of Technology and Communication should
establish a national database portal system to be a center for receiving and sending
information in both central and local government administration. The Ministry of
Technology and Communication should focus on security measures in the use of the Internet
and social media to prevent theft of telecommunication information.

Capitalis to review and analyze the laws and regulations under the law on conducting
investment consulting business for foreign investors as the first one. The second objective is
to study the procedures for conducting investment consulting business for foreign investors
of limited liability companies. The third objective is to study the problems and challenges of
conducting investment consulting business for foreign investors of limited liability
companies in Vientiane Capital. The fourth objective is to propose solutions to the problems
and challenges of conducting investment consulting business for foreign investors of limited
liability companies in Vientiane Capital. This study uses a doctrinal legal research and
interviews with 12 interviewees.

The results of the legal study highlighted that the Investment Promotion Law sets out
many investment policies, such as the State encouraging all sectors of the domestic economy
to invest in production, business and services, contributing to industrialization and
modernization, and making the national economy grow and strengthen. However, the
Investment Promotion Law does not specify any specific investment services, so relevant
sectors still rely on the Enterprise Law and other laws to apply them in practice.

The issue of conducting business of investment consulting companies has legal and
practical problems. The legal problem is manifested in the fact that the Law on Investment
Promotion does not apply to the business of providing investment services. Article 36 of the
Law on Investment Promotion 2024 stipulates that the time limit for considering investment
applications for activities in the control list shall be to issue an investment license and an
enterprise registration certificate within five business days. However, the Decision of the
Minister of Industry and Trade on Enterprise Registration No. 0023/MOIC, dated January 9,
2019, Articles 9-10 stipulate the time limit for issuing an enterprise registration certificate,
which is set at ten business days.

There are many practical problems, such as the delay in considering the issuance of
enterprise registration certificates, the limited capacity of employees within the company,
the low ethical standards of entrepreneurs, the lack of coordination between entrepreneurs
and government agencies, the need to submit original business applications manually (the
online format has not yet been implemented), the issuance of residence and work permits is
still not in accordance with regulations, and some civil servants still give incorrect advice on
using investment consulting services.

The study found that there are many laws, policies and principles related to the
management of business operations of credit leasing companies in the Lao PDR, such as:
Law on the Bank of the Lao PDR, Law on Enterprises, Law on Investment Promotion, Civil
Code, Decree on Credit Business, Decree on the Protection of Financial Service Users.
However, it is seen that some legislation has not yet been able to meet the requirements of
the new era, especially in determining specific principles regarding the provision of services
by leasing companies.

The problem of managing the services of credit companies across the country shows
that there are still some credit companies that do not comply with the laws and regulations,
which take advantage of customers by raising interest rates, setting higher fines than the
regulations, and concluding contracts in foreign currencies. In providing business services
to a leasing company, it is impossible to avoid future liabilities, such as: The customer
intentionally fails to fulfill the contract by taking the property being leased or purchased for
inspection or reselling it to another person and then not paying the loan company and there
is still no legislation to protect credit companies, forcing them to file lawsuits against
customers, which can take a long time to collect the debt.

Therefore, in order to effectively organize and implement the management of credit
companies' services, there should be a way to solve the problem by upgrading the state's
legislation to a law on credit business, as well as improving the content to suit actual
conditions by designating a specific unit to resolve disputes between credit companies and
customers or customers who have violated the contract.

In examining the types of income tax collected from companies listed on the Lao
Stock Exchange, the case study of Lao Electricity Generating Public Company Limited
revealed that the taxes include corporate income tax and personal income tax, such as taxes

The Agricultural Extension Bank (TASK) faces several problems in its loan services,
including delays in the approval process, excessive paperwork, and difficulty accessing
funding sources. The loan application process is overly complicated, with lengthy processing
times. Internal factors within the bank also contribute to these issues, such as the inability to
accurately assess collateral, particularly land, as most land lacks proper title deeds.
Additionally, service users often struggle to repay loans, including expenses and interest.
Another challenge is the lack of sufficient knowledge among bank staff and individuals
working in agriculture and forestry, which directly impacts the effectiveness of the loan
services. Since the Agricultural Extension Bank primarily targets the agriculture and forestry
sectors, this gap is significant. Furthermore, the laws related to loan services contain vague
and unclear definitions, leading to confusion and inconsistencies in law enforcement.

To ensure that the credit services of the Agricultural Promotion Bank (TASK) are
effectively organized and operated, a set of guidelines should be established to address
existing challenges. This includes upgrading the legal framework from a Royal Decree to a
Credit Business Act and revising its content to align with the practical realities of the
Agricultural Promotion Bank (TASK). Additionally, the credit approval process should be
streamlined to make it faster and more efficient. Measures should also be introduced to foster
compromise between the bank and customers in cases of late payment. Furthermore, efforts
should be made to enhance the knowledge and understanding of both bank officers and the
public regarding credit services.
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Inciting to Criminal Offense, Case Study: Narcotic Trading

Abstract

The main objectives of the Master of Law Thesis on the titled: Inciting to Criminal
Offense, Case Study: Narcotic Trading consist of, first is to study the law that punishes those
who incite to commit criminal offenses related to drug trafficking. The second objective is
to study the validity and appropriateness of punishing those who incite to commit criminal
offenses according to Article 73 of the Criminal Code on Drug Trafficking. The third
objective to study the problems and challenges of punishing those who incite to commit
criminal offenses related to drug trafficking. The fourth objective is to propose ways to solve
the problems and challenges of punishing those who incite to commit criminal offenses
related to drug trafficking. This study uses mix approaches between doctrinal legal research
and interviews with 9 interviewees.

The study highlighted that incitement to commit a crime related to drug trafficking
is when someone tells someone to transport drugs. Drug transportation is an offense under
Articles 314-319 of the Criminal Code. Offenses in this area are punishable by
imprisonment, fines, and death. The minimum prison sentence is three months for
transporting less than 5 kilograms of cannabis, the fine is 1,000,000 kip for transporting less
than 1 kilogram of opium, the maximum fine is 1,000,000,000 kip for transporting drugs
from 500 grams to 3 kilograms, and the maximum penalty for drug transportation is death
for transporting chemicals for the production of drugs through the Lao PDR.

The problems and challenges of punishing those who incite to commit criminal
offenses related to drug trafficking are expressed in many ways: 66.66% of respondents to
the interview question expressed the view that the punishment for offenders in the context
of incitement in this paragraph is not yet in line with the level of danger of the incitement.
In the case of a confession from the accused, the minimum sentence of imprisonment and
fine will be as specified in each article, even if the accused has confessed and provided strong
evidence. In the past, a number of officials have abused their positions to gain personal
benefits from the process and drug traffickers. Coordination between investigative agencies,
between investigative agencies and local authorities is not yet well-functioning, leading to
the perpetrators being caught and taken into custody. Drug intelligence work is still not well-
functioning, such as not being proactive in tracking down individuals, transporters, and
participants in the process. There is still no detailed plan and goal, and the goal of identifying
suspects is not detailed and not tightly focused.

Legal Effect to the Divorced Property Between Lao Citizen and Foreigner
Amphay Phommaxay

Abstract

The main objectives of the Master of Law Thesis on the titled: Legal Effect to the
Divorced Property Between Lao Citizen and Foreigner including, the first is to review and
analyze the laws and regulations on marital property under the laws of the Lao PDR. The
second one is to study the legal consequences of divorce on property between Lao citizens
and foreigners. The third objective is to propose solutions to the legal consequences of
divorce on property between Lao citizens and foreigners. This study uses mix approaches
between doctrinal legal research and interviews with 10 interviewees.

The results of the legal study highlighted that divorce between Lao citizens and
foreigners has inevitable legal consequences, according to the Civil Code of the Lao PDR,
which stipulates that civil relations are relations concerning the emergence, change and
termination of rights and obligations of individuals to property, ownership, family,
inheritance and other relationships. The most common disputes over joint property or
property between Lao citizens and foreigners in Vientiane Capital are disputes over land on
which a house is located, which the couple agreed to build on the land of the parents of the
husband or wife who are Lao citizens, as well as other valuable assets such as cars, gold,
diamonds and so on.

The results of the study reflected that the problem of dividing joint property or
property after divorce between Lao citizens and foreigners, which consists of the husband or
wife who are Lao citizens taking the joint property or property for personal use such as
playing with luxury goods, selling or transferring it to someone else; The spouses have
already divided the property but are not sincere in giving it to each other, are protracted, find
ways to evade or return to the country; in many cases, the foreigner or Lao citizen spouse
has fled the court's decision.

The legal consequences for property after a divorce between a Lao citizen and a
foreigner are that one of the spouses is not conscious of respecting and enforcing the law,
and does not yet believe in justice as prescribed by law, which is reflected in the fact that the
court has ruled for the spouse to divide the property and joint property. In some cases, both
spouses have obligations to support a child who has not yet reached the age of eighteen, and
both the Lao citizen female spouses want the foreign male spouse to be legally responsible
for supporting the child, but the problem is that the male spouse has left the country and does
not send money back to support the child. The obligation to pay debts has not been resolved
or replaced after the divorce, especially after the joint property or property has been valued
but is not enough to cover the debts.
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Abstract

The research study titled ‘Factors Affecting of Accessing to Petition Procedure of People in
Champasak Province’ is a qualitative research. The research tool was an interview form and
the target group were 3 staff representatives from the Champasak Provincial People’s
Council Office who are involved in the petition resolution process and 7 people who
submitted petition requests within Champasak Province. By selecting specifically, the data
collected from interviews, documents, literature and related research to content analysis.
Results of the study had shown that the main factors affecting people’s access to the petition
resolution process in Champasak Province were (1) the awareness and understanding of the
law of the people those were not yet deep, which was reflected in (2) the creation of a
learning process in accessing the petition resolution process was not yet a continuous system.

The second
objective is to study the problems and challenges of collecting evidence of human trafficking
crimes, especially the movement of people into and out of the country. The third objective is
to present solutions to the problems and challenges of collecting evidence of human
trafficking crimes, especially the movement of people into and out of the country.

The results of the legal study highlighted that the evidence must be found physical
evidence which is the trace of objects that have been used or will be used as instruments of
crime, such as passports, visas and other objects. The Code defines smuggling or illegal
immigration as propaganda, deception, and deception to cause people to flee abroad, to deport
or illegally import people. Human trafficking is the search, kidnapping, movement,
transportation or transfer, recruitment of people within or outside the country, sheltering or
hiding by means of propaganda, advice, deception, fraud, bribery, inducement, incitement,
use of power, force, threat, etc.

The results of the study reflected that the problems of gathering evidence regarding
the recruitment of people for human trafficking are many. These include the problem of
collecting evidence regarding propaganda because finding evidence to prove that the
perpetrator has advertised, persuaded, lied to, or deceived the victim is difficult to prove if the
perpetrator cannot be brought to the investigation agency to give a statement or to be
questioned. Recruitment of people into and out of the Lao PDR is related to or has a thin line
between visa or passport services for individuals and legal entities because in many cases, Lao
citizens use the services of a broker. If the service of a broker is used to apply for a passport,
the broker cannot be held liable. Visa exemptions for tourists from ASEAN countries and
other countries with mutual agreements, including visas on arrival who can apply for a visa
to enter the Lao PDR at international border crossings, are a challenge for foreigners entering
the Lao PDR for many purposes, including recruitment into the Lao PDR for human
trafficking.

The analysis of data from
documents was content analysis and text analysis. The interviews are analyzed by
summarizing the comments.

The results of the study show that the state has issued laws, legislation under the law
and other regulations that serve as tools for investment in land concession activities is
complete and sufficient such as the Law on Promotion of Investment, the law on land, the
Law on Agriculture, the Prime Minister's Decree on the Lease or Concession of State Land,
the Agreement on the Promotion and Management of Investment in Concession Activities in
Saravan Province, the Agreement on the Organization and Activities of the Provincial
Department of Natural Resources and Environment, the Agreement on the Organization and
Activities of the Provincial Department of Agriculture and Forestry etc.

The problem of agricultural land concessions has many problems, which include: the
enforcement of the law is not yet complete and strict, there is a gap in the actual
implementation, such as: projects that have already been concessioned do not operate or
operate according to the concession agreement, the implementation of regulations and laws
related to land management is not strict, some projects do not operate normally and stop
operations without reporting or Inform the responsible party about the problem and causes of
suspension, communication is difficult for some businesses without offices and permanent
staff.

The results of the study, it is suggested that attention should be paid to the
dissemination of laws and legislation under law, the use of measures against violators must
be strict, strict and decisive, the relevant management agencies must regularly and
continuously monitor land work, allocate sufficient budgets and equipment to serve in
specialized activities in surveying, collecting information and allocating various types of land
to be detailed and clear when approving Concessioned land in areas that are self-responsible
between investors and people so that there is no encroachment and report to the upper level
from time to time.

Legal Issues of Wind Power Project Investment in the Lao PDR

Abstract

This master's thesis in Law, program in Business Law, titled “Legal Issues of Wind Power
Project Investment in the Lao PDR.” The objective of this study is to examine the legal
frameworks, laws - regulations, procedures and challenges related to wind power project
investments in the Lao People’s Democratic Republic, as well as to propose solutions to
address these issues and improve the investment environment for wind power projects in the
future.

In this study, the researcher used a qualitative research method by analyzing relevant
documents and data collected from interviews. The interviews were divided into two groups:
(2) ten representatives from government agencies responsible for policy and legal oversight,
such as the Ministry of Energy and Mines, the Ministry of Planning and Investment, the
Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment, and the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry;
(2) six representatives from the private sector, including companies and operators involved in
wind power project investments in Laos. The data analysis from the interviews was
synthesized into key findings, grouped according to the research objectives.

The results of the research reveal that: the legal frameworks and regulations for wind power
investments in Laos are incomplete, inadequate, and not fully aligned with current
development needs. Technical legal standards specific to wind energy, such as ToR or
guidelines for feasibility studies, Basic design, Detail Design, construction, and operations,
are lacking. While the government encourages the use of natural resources for clean energy
development, challenges remain in the form of unclear procedures, overlapping
responsibilities, and the absence of clear legal references. These issues are compounded by
the lack of specialized personnel and technical expertise.

Challenges identified in this study are classified into two categories:

1. Legal and regulatory challenges: There is an absence of specific laws and technical
standards for wind energy projects, making it difficult for investors to follow a clear
legal framework;

2. Operational challenges: The implementation process is marked by complexities and
inconsistencies due to the absence of dedicated guidelines and the reliance on ad hoc
technical solutions, which vary between projects.

To Solve these challenges, the study proposes the following recommendations:
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
